Please enclose the following support material(s), where appropriate. 

· 10 Jpeg images, Show Reel (no longer than 3 mins), mini DVD or URL 

If none of the above is available, please submit slides x 10, representative of recent work. (Please indicate correct orientation for projection, and include a numbered slide list, listing date, size and medium); 

· Catalogues and/or reviews featuring previous works / exhibitions etc.

· CV or résumé listing your most important exhibitions, performances, publications, awards and education; 

· General and specialist listing of materials and equipment to be used. (Please tell us if you have special working needs);

· Anticipated outcome. – The effect that the Research Residency will have on your practice, and what research you would undertake.

· SAE with enough UK postage or International Reply Coupons to cover the return of application materials. Support material will not be returned without a self-addressed envelope and adequate postage. 

Residency Artists may apply to share a studio, however they will share the honorarium. 

Each Residency Artist or Artist Team should submit a single application and associated support material.  

Please ensure that all submission materials are clearly marked with your name. 

Please Do Not send originals, irreplaceable art works or documents. 

Art Gene cannot be held responsible for lost or damaged submissions.

Practice & Context – Artists Research Residencies

As part of our Educational Outreach Programme, the Residency artist will be asked to undertake one or more of the following over a maximum duration of 2 days during the residency period:

1. Give a public presentation of their work.

2. Lead a workshop with a targeted group.

3. Provide opportunities for public interaction through the creation of new work.

4. Contribute to the Art Gene website through the artists own dedicated page over which the artist has full editorial control.

And in Addition… 

· Give media interviews and permit themselves to be photographed/filmed/give radio or other media and publicity interviews as required by Art Gene.

The Residency Artist is expected, at the end of the residency, to:

· Provide Art Gene with a small example of their work for Art Gene’s collection, which will be added to our collection and exhibited. 

· Allow documentation of finished works produced during the residency, for Art Gene’s programme archive, information and publicity purposes.
Selection Process

Selections will be made by a specially appointed submissions panel comprising artists and other arts professionals. Each selection will be based on the quality of the artist’s work, the artistic merit of the project, its compatibility with the physical space and services available, and its compatibility with Art Gene’s aims. 

Art Gene operates an equal opportunities policy and welcomes applications from artists of all ethnicities.

No applicant interviews will be held.

All applicants will have their submitted materials returned along with a notification of the results of their application within 60 days after a submission is received.

Written acceptance of the Residency Opportunity will be required within 14 days of notification.
